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Students in S3 are enrolled in a short drama course co-taught 
by the NET and their English teacher. The 3-session course 
culminates in a short performance by the students to their peers.

In session 1, students are taught warm-up techniques, drama 
vocabulary, and begin to use their bodies to communicate ideas 
and actions.

Session 2 focuses on character development and 
script writing techniques. Teams are arranged by 
the teacher to ensure positive and fruitful group 
dynamics, and groups are then given a stimulus on 
which to base a short performance.

An after-school session is an opportunity for students 
to rehearse and to be given feedback on their script, 
use of the stage and plot development. A final 
performance, with feedback from the audience, 
rounds out our drama course. It opens up the 
opportunity for students to be better equipped for the 
Inter-House Drama Competition, as well as Speak 
Out! Act Up! Competition run by the Education 
Bureau. As all lessons are taught with English as the 
Medium of Instruction, students are exposed to, and 
improve their use of English.

As independent learners, it is vital develop 
c r i t i ca l  th ink ing sk i l l s  to  engage w i th 
information more meaningfully. Critical thinking 
skills are vital to enable students to analyse, 
evaluate, question, and consider topics from 
other perspectives. In S5 OLE, one such topic 
is Destroying the Environment. Working in 
groups and using an iPad to research, students 
compare sources of information, connect to their 
own experiences, and suggest ways to improve 
the current situation. Their English speaking 
skills are further improved by planning a short 
presentation of their topic to the class.
